

PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT FOR <insert TITLE OF PRODUCTION>
THIS AGREEMENT is made on <insert Day and Month> of <insert Year>.         

BETWEEN

(1) <Insert Name of Arts Company>, whose registered office is at <insert Address of Arts Company>, hereinafter referred to as “the Company”; and

(2)

The Company and the Actor hereby agree on the following terms for the Actor’s participation in <insert Title of Production> hereafter referred to as “the Production”.

1. The Company’s Obligations

a. The Company shall provide a Fee of <eg. Singapore Dollars Six Thousand Only (6,000 SGD)> for the entire Production and it will be paid through cheque or bank transfer addressed to <insert Name of Actor> by <insert Date of Payment>.
OR

The Company shall pay the Fee of <eg. Singapore Dollars Six Thousand Only (6,000 SGD)> for the entire Production to <insert Name of Actor> through cheque or bank transfer in instalments as follows:
· SGD Dollars <insert amount> by <eg. 2nd March 2020 on the first day of rehearsal>;
· SGD Dollars <insert amount> by <eg. 5th June 2020 on the first day of performance>; 
· SGD Dollars <insert amount> by <eg. 3rd July 2020 or no later than 30 days upon completion of the Production>.
b. The Company shall present the Actor in this Production through its promotional and advertising collaterals with care and respect. 

2. The Actor’s Obligations

a. The Actor in fulfilling <his/her> role shall make <himself/herself> available to attend the Production’s rehearsals and performances as given in Schedule 1.

b. The Actor in close consultation with the Director shall formulate and finalise <his/her> dramatic text for the Production.

c. The Company shall work in mutual agreement with the Actor for all print, television, radio, telephone, and email interviews, at rehearsal, and in connection with promotional and special appearances arranged by the Company for publicity purposes for which the Company shall pay no fee to the Actor.
d. The Actor shall carry out to the best of <his/her> abilities all instructions given by the Director, the Company or the Production.

e. In the event that the Actor is unable to perform, the Actor shall seek a suitable replacement to be agreed upon by the Director and the Company at no expense to the Company.
3. Period of Engagement

4. Insurance for Work-Related Injuries
The Actor will be covered under the Company’s insurance policy for any work-related injuries and/or work-related diseases that <he/she> suffers during the course of the Production, failing which, the Company will compensate for any medical costs that <he/she> suffers or incurs as a result of the Company’s breach of this clause. 
5. Limitation of Liability

a. Without prejudice to Clause 5(c) and except as set out in Clause 4, the Company’s total liability arising under or in connection with this Agreement shall in all circumstances be limited to the total Fee stipulated in this Agreement; and in the case of the Actor, liability is limited in total to the amount of fees actually paid to <him/her>.
b. Except for a breach of Clause 4, neither party shall have any liability for any loss of expected future business, exemplary damages or consequential or indirect losses. 
c. Nothing in this Agreement shall exclude or in any way limit either party’s liability for fraud, personal injury or death caused by negligence; or any other liability to the extent such liability may not be excluded or limited as a matter of law.

6.  Indemnity 
The Company shall indemnify and hold the Actor harmless for all costs, expenses, fees, compensation and losses that <he/she> suffers or incurs resulting from third party claims against <him/her> arising out of or in connection with <his/her> work in accordance with the Company’s instructions, or the Company’s negligence or misconduct. 

7.  Force Majeure

In the event the Actor is unable to perform any of the terms of this Agreement by reason of flood earthquake fire lockouts epidemic failure or delay of scheduled transportation facilities illnesses deaths or other acts of God or any law order decree rule or regulations of any governmental authority or any other reason of a similar nature which are beyond the Actor‘s control, neither party shall have any claim against the other for any damage which may have been suffered by reason thereof. The Company shall compensate the Actor under this Agreement up to the time of the relevant event and may require the Actor to tender proof of the expenses actually incurred.
8. Non-Disclosure and Exclusive Rights

a. The Company has exclusive rights to the Production and therefore the Production cannot be duplicated in its totality or in part by the Actor or any other party. 

b. The Company should not disclose confidential information pertaining to the Actor including the amount of fees the Actor received from <his/her> participation in the Production.
c. The Actor shall not disclose to any third parties all confidential information such as the Terms and Conditions of this Agreement, the contents of the Production and related contents of discussions that have been made available to <him/her>. The Actor shall not reproduce the confidential information or any part thereof in any format except with the Company’s prior written consent and shall whenever requested immediately return to the Company all confidential information in tangible form.

9. Termination

This Agreement may be terminated immediately under the following conditions:

i. By the Actor upon failure to pay fees by the Company to the Actor in a timely manner;  

ii. Bankruptcy, insolvency or winding up of either party;
iii. Halting of the Production;
iv. Any act of fraud or dishonesty on the part of the other party;
v. Any act in any manner which bring or is likely to bring the other party into disrepute;
vi. Any breach of obligation by the other party under this Agreement that is not remedied within 30 days of receiving a notice of breach from the terminating party.
10. Dispute Resolution 

a. In the event of a dispute, the aggrieved party shall notify the other party and, upon receipt of such notification, the parties shall enter into good faith negotiations to settle such dispute, and the Company shall appoint <eg. a senior executive personnel of at least the seniority of a Head of Department> to enter into such negotiation with The Actor.  
b. Without prejudice to Clause 9(a) or 9(c), the parties agree that either party may opt to submit any dispute arising out of or in connection with this Agreement for mediation at the Singapore Mediation Centre (SMC) in accordance with SMC’s Mediation Procedure in force for the time being. Upon request by either party to mediate any dispute to SMC, the other party will be bound to participate in the mediation within <eg. 45 days> thereof. Every party to the mediation must be represented by <eg. a senior executive personnel of at least the seniority of a Head of Department> or its equivalent, with authority to negotiate and settle the dispute. Unless otherwise agreed by the parties, the Mediator(s) will be appointed by SMC. The mediation will take place in Singapore in the English language and the parties agree to be bound by any settlement agreement reached. In the event that the parties do not reach settlement through mediation, either party may initiate formal dispute resolution in the Courts of Singapore.
c. Mediation should not be a barrier to either party bringing any applicable dispute to the Courts of Singapore, including the Small Claims Tribunal.
11. Exclusion of Third Parties

A person who is not a party to this Agreement shall have no right under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act (Cap. 53B) to enforce any of its terms.
12. Entire Agreement and Variation

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes any and all agreements reached prior to the date both parties sign this Agreement. No variation of this Agreement shall be valid or effective unless it is in writing, refers to this Agreement and is duly signed or executed by or on behalf of each party.
13. Governing Law

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Republic of Singapore and both parties hereby irrevocably agree to submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Singapore courts.
